Existing Control Measures
Spread of Covid-19
Wherever possible we will ensure correct hand washing facilities are available on site.  Employees are also provided with gel sanitisers.  
Risk rating:  High  – Additional control measures are necessary

Additional Control Measures 


Employees are reminded to ensure hands are washed / sanitised regularly.

Employees are supplied with tissues and encouraged to use these for coughs and sneezes and reminded to “Catch it, bin it, kill it”.


Employees are also reminded to avoid touching their eyes, nose and mouth with dirty hands.


Alcohol wipes are provided so items such as drill handles, van door handles and other tools can be wiped down regularly.

Social Distancing
Existing Control Measures 


Employees are aware of what is required to do to enable social distancing and stop the spread of Covid-19.

Risk rating:  High  – Additional control measures are necessary

Additional Control Measures


Installers shall attend site in separate vans.


Installers shall at all times ensure there is a minimum 2 metres distance between them when more than one installer is necessary to complete a project. 

PPE
Existing Control Measures

Every employee is provided with appropriate PPE required for on site works e.g. hard-hats, fluorescent jackets, safety footwear, gloves and glasses and face masks (dust) which will be worn as appropriate.  Additional PPE required by the main contractors will be provided as necessary.
Risk rating:  High  – Additional control measures are necessary

Additional Control Measures


Disposable masks and gloves are provided and employees are instructed on the correct procedures to apply, use remove and dispose of this PPE.  Employees are reminded that gloves provided are not a substitute for correct hand washing/sanitising.
Symptoms
Existing Control Measures

In the event that an employee becomes unwell on site or starts to develop any associated symptoms of Covid-19 ie. persistent cough or a high temperature they should contact their line manager who will instruct them to return home, support them and ensure they can safely return home.  The employee should then self isolate as per the government stay at home advice.

Additional Control Measures 


The management shall contact site/s visited by the employee to ensure they have been made aware of the employee developing symptoms whilst on site.
9.  First Aid & Emergency/Rescue Procedures

All our vehicles are equipped with a first aid kit, our appointed person checks these on a regular basis, some of our travelling operatives have formal first aid training, they shall adopt the main contractors first aid facilities and shall adhere to the main contractor’s emergency/rescue procedures.           
On their first visit to the site, employees will contact a responsible person and be site inducted to familiarise themselves with all site-specific health and safety procedures.
Risk rating:  Low  – No Additional control measures are necessary
10. Lone Working 

All employees are instructed on safe working practices for lone working.  Each employee is provided with a mobile phone which should be charged at all times to enable contact to and from the office at anytime.  Employees also should make their presence known to the main contractor on arrival to site and also to the office, and again when leaving.
