Operation is simple — once the blind has had its ‘limits’ set (the
open position and the closed position) you simply tap either the
‘UP’ button’ or the ‘DOWN'’ button once and the blind will set off.

Operation is strictly ‘PRESS ONCE’ — you don’t need to keep
pressing the button - the blind will move up or down until it
reaches its programmed ‘limit’ position.

You can stop your blind at any point while it’s moving and adjust its
position to suit.

Optional Intermediate ‘Limit’

You'll probably have a height your blinds regularly hang on a day-
to-day basis. This position is easily set (using the remote control)
and adjusted in-situ.

To trigger the intermediate position, press the middle STOP button

at any point when your blind is stationary and the blind will
automatically travel to your preferred position.
